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WORKING PARENT ENTITLEMENT - FROM 5th January 2026.
Dear Parents and Carers,
I am writing to confirm that your child may be eligible for the 30 hours Working Parent Entitlement for 9-month-olds and over, if your child turns 9 months and over on or before 31st December 2025.  
Who is eligible?
If you think you are eligible for the 15- or 30-hours funding, please apply as soon as is possible using the HMRC website.
You can confirm your eligibility by visiting www.childcarechoices.gov.uk.
Once you have received confirmation of their eligibility from HMRC, you will receive an 11-digit code, starting with 50. At times, you may be presented with a code that starts with 11. If this is the case, this will be your temporary funding code and we can still use this, therefore, please use this number when filling out your funding forms at the setting, until you get your permanent code. Once you have your permanent code then please let us know. 
On receipt of eligibility, you will be required to complete a Kirklees Council Parent Agreement Form. There will also be a copy the Terms of the Agreement and Key Fact statement to explain how the funding works.
My Little Barn Owls will then be required to confirm the validity of this code through the Providers Portal' of FEEC Kirklees Funding Team.
If you have not already provided a copy of your child’s birth certificate, this will also need to be provided on completion of the Parents Agreement From.
My Little Barn Owls offers flexible care between 7:00am and 6pm. Offering Full Year stretched funding and Term Time Only session.

Full Year Entitlement Stretched – 22nd April 2025 to 10th April 2026 (51 weeks)
· Children that access WPE (working parent entitlement) are eligible to access up to 570hrs of free early education a year. This can be stretched over the stretched year of 51 weeks. Depending on their sessions. 
Stretched over 51 weeks
Children that attend for 2 day per week and stretched their entitlement over the year will have access to 10 hours per week. Totalling a 510hrs of funding over 51 weeks. Please note the number of funded hours will change over the year, once all children are eligible for 30 hours. 
· Summer 2025:22nd April 2025–31st August 2025 = 19 weeks x 10hrs = 190hrs of funding in the summer term.
· Autumn 2025: 1 September 2025 –2 January 2026 = (18) 17 weeks x 20hrs = 340 hrs of funding in the Autumn Term 2025 (week not claimed due to Christmas closure)
· Spring 2026- 5th January 2026- 10th April 2026 = 14 weeks x 20hrs = 280hrs
Two or more-day session on 15 hours 
Children that attend for 2 or more days per week and stretch their funding, will have access to 10 hours per week totalling 10 hours x 50 weeks = 500 hours

One day will be covered by WPE funding and any additional sessions will be charged at our normal daily Fee.

Term Time Only Entitlement- 22nd April to 27th March 2026 38 weeks 
Children that access WPE (WORKING PARENT ENTITLMENT are eligible to access 570 hours of free early education a year. This is based on 15 hours over 38 weeks.
· Summer 2025- 22nd April 2025- 22nd July 2025 = 12 weeks x15 = 180 hours of funding
· Autum 2025- 1st September 2025 – 19th December 2025 15 weeks x 15 = 210 hours of funding
· Spring 2026 5th January 2026 – 27th March 2026 = 12 weeks x 15 hours = 180
2 or more-day sessions
Children that attend 2 or more days per week, TERM TIME ONLY, will have access to 15 hours per week totalling 15 hours x 38 weeks = 570 hours
One and a half day will be covered by the WPE funding, with the remaining half day being chargeable.
Please be advised that our full day sessions are 7am until 6pm – 11hours. If you want to access this session completely free, then our funded sessions are 7.00am until 5pm, 7.30am until 5.30pm or 8am until 6pm.
Please can you confirm before the 1st of December 2025 so I can update your child’s booking.
You will also be required to provide your own food for 3 meals a day (this will need to be in line with our healthy eating and allergies policy) Please note due to food hygiene agency standards we cannot heat any meals onsite.
Intimate Care Package- Non-food consumables such as Nappies, wipes, Nappy Cream, Sun cream, Nappy sacks and Calpol will also need to be provided daily to avoid additional charges.

 Non-Food consumables from our intimate care package will be £4.00 per day or £2.00 for half a day.
Please note if your Child is EYPP this is included in your funding

Working Parent 30 Hour Funding 
Full Year 30-Hour entitlement Stretched funding- 22nd April 2025 to 27th March 2026 (51 weeks)
Children that stretch their entitlement over the year will have access to 20 hours per week, Totalling 1020 hours of funding over 51 weeks
· Summer 2025:22nd April 2025–31st August 2025 = 19 weeks x 20hrs = 380hrs of funding in the summer term.
· Autumn 2025: 1 September 2025 –2 January 2026 = (18) 17 weeks x 20hrs = 340 hrs of funding in the Autumn Term 2025 (week not claimed due to Christmas closure)
· Spring 2026- 5th January 2026- 10th April 2026 = 14 weeks x 20hrs = 280

Term Time Only Entitlement- 22nd April to 27th March 2026 38 weeks 
Children that access WPE (WORKING PARENT ENTITLMENT are eligible to access hours of 1140 free early education a year. This is based on 30 hours over 38 weeks.
· Summer 2025- 22nd April 2025- 22nd July 2025 = 12 weeks x 30hrs = 360 hours of funding.
· Autum 2025- 1st September 2025 – 14 weeks x 30 = 420 hours of funding
· Spring 2026 5th January 2026 – 27th March 2026 = 12 weeks x 30 hours = 360

Children that attend 2 days or more per week term time only will have access to either 20 or 30 hours of WPE funding per week depending on number of weekly sessions.
Two or Three days will be covered by the WPE Funding, with the remaining sessions being charged at the normal daily rate.
Please be advised that our full day sessions are 7am until 6pm – 11hours. If you want to access this session completely free, then our funded sessions are 7.00am until 5pm, 7.30am until 5.30pm or 8am until 6pm. If you wish for your child attend 11 hours a day, then the hourly rate charge will be applied. 
Please can you confirm before the 1st of December 2025 so I can update your child’s booking.
You will also be required to provide your own food for 3 meals a day (this will need to be in line with our healthy eating and allergies policy) Please note due to food hygiene agency standards we cannot heat any meals onsite.
 Intimate Care Package- Non-food consumables such as Nappies, wipes, Nappy Cream, Sun cream, Nappy sacks and Calpol, will also need to be provided by yourself.
Alternatively, you can opt in for our voluntary contribution fee of £6.00 per day for our food Package or £3.00 for half a day. This will include all meals 
 Non-Food consumables from our intimate care package will be £4.00 per day or £2.00 for half a day.
Please note if your Child is EYPP this is included in your funding.

Please complete all the highlighted sections on the paperwork and return them to the office along with a copy of your child’s birth certificate by Friday 28th November 2025.
